English  Phonics /Reading Maths 

We will be consolidating the skills we have learnt 
throughout the year. These include:

Children will have daily phonics lessons. We follow the FFT 
Phonics scheme. The sounds will vary each week and will be 

tailored to meet the needs of the children. 
 

Once they have completed this, they will move onto the 
next step called Jungle club, which focuses on alternative 

sounds and pronunciations. 
 
Each week we have shared reading sessions. The books are 

linked to the phonics sound for the week.
